	وصف المادة Course Description -


This course provides students with a general introduction to the religion of Islam and Islamic studies. It starts with a brief introduction talks about the emergence of Islam. The course discusses the origin and the meaning of the word Islam both linguistically and technically, the divisions of its sources into divine and reason. The course also gives an introduction to the Qur’an, Sunnah and Islamic sciences, in addition to the philosophy of ijtihad  in Islam, the objectives of Islamic law, pillars of Islam, pillars of faith, characteristics of Islamic culture and law.
	This course, therefore, will introduce students to the Islamic history and religious expressions. Topics will include the life of Muhammad, teachings of the Qur’an, Hadith (Sunnah), sources of Islamic law, Ijtihad (reasoning), Fiqh (Islamic Jurisprdence), ethics, ritual practices and the presence of Islam in the contemporary world.
