        Dr. Mohammad Hamdan is currently an assistant professor in the Department of Linguistics - Faculty of Foreign Languages- University of Jordan. He teaches now a variety of linguistics courses such as, introduction into linguistics, semantics, phonetics, syntax, CALL (Applications of computer in language learning and teaching) and language skill course, English for tourism, English for Diplomats, English for Hotel Industry, Professional and Technical Writing, English for business and law, Translation for Journalism and Media, Public speaking, and English Grammar (1).
Upon moving from the Unites states of America to Jordan, Dr. Hamdan was appointed in the language center of the University of Jordan in December 2002, where he had a joint opportunity to teach between the Language Center and the Department of English language and Literature communication and language skills courses and linguistics course in Phonetics and advance writing.
