This course focuses on the basic skills demanded in the occupational therapy profession by reviewing the roles and the work of occupational therapist as well as those of the other professionals in the rehabilitation team. It also introduces the basic psychological concepts related to the health profession and the principles of dealing with emergencies, both in the department and elsewhere. 
Course Outcome

Upon successful completion of this course, students will demonstrate an understanding of the occupational therapists role within the rehabilitation team. The student will be able to identify the philosophy behind the birth of the occupational therapy profession using occupational science theories. Also the student will be able to preview an understanding of the basic occupational therapy terminologies.
