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Course Description

The major objective of this course is to introduce students to some grammatical issues through providing a context for the grammar focused on during the course. The course will look at and treat grammatical issues such as syntactic categories and highlights the division between lexical and grammatical categories. Students will be introduced to some of the more advanced grammatical issues involved in recognizing subordination, complementation and adjunction. Because this course has to do syntax, students will practice syntactic argumentation from the very beginning till the end of this course.
Intended Learning Outcomes

1. Knowledge and Understanding

a. Define some syntactic fundamentals.

b. Show understanding of key terms, such as subordination.

c. Define independent and subordinate clauses.

d. Demonstrate understanding of subordination versus coordination..

f. Demonstrate understanding of complementation and adjunction.

a. Analyze a wide range of English language structures.
b. Analyze complex, compound and complex-compound sentences into their   constituents  showing the grammatical functions of such constituents.
c. Employ analytical skills as appropriate in identifying grammatical errors.

a. Use his/her experience of analyzing some aspects of English language  structures  effectively.
b. Present a short written report and give an oral presentation.
c. Work effectively within a group.

a. Improve their writing through using different types of sentences and clauses
b. Develop their fluency through mastery of basic grammatical concepts

c. Display critical evaluation skills.

d. Work to tight deadlines.
e. Display logical argumentation skills.
