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Course Description 

Course Objectives:

This course aims to improve the student's Vocabulary. It will help him to learn not only the meanings of words but also how they are used. Students learn a number of effective vocabulary learning techniques to make them cope with a number of fields having useful and technical vocabulary. Moreover, they will come across topics related to word formations processes that help them figure out the meaning of words when used in any text. The second part of this course will cover collocations and idiomatic expressions.  Students will learn about these aspects of vocabulary aspects as they are also exposed to different topics with many useful and technical vocabulary items.
Learning Outcomes:

A. Knowledge and Understanding (Students should):

1. Know the word structure in English.

2. Explain terms related to morphemes, morphological processes and semantic relations
 between words.

3. Specify word meaning, semantic relations and lexical fields.

B. Intellectual/Cognitive/Analytical Skills(Students should):

1. Use appropriate analytical skills to specify meanings.

2. Use semantic concepts in order to explain words phrases and sentences.

3. Perform componential analysis and to identify lexical fields of different words.

C. Practical Skills (Students should):

1. Use different semantic processes and concepts too identify the meanings.

2. Use word structure, Semantic relations, componential analysis and lexical fields to
 identify the meaning of words.
3- Use a vocabulary item in the appropriate context
D. Transferable Skills (Students should):

1. Display discussion skills through doing the exercises and the presentations.

2. Display communication skills through choosing proper words, phrases and sentences.

Teaching Methods:

1. Three hours per week (all learning outcomes).

2. Assignments: The students are asked to do the exercises and then discuss them in classroom. (Learning outcomes A and B).

3. Presentation: The students are asked to choose a topic from their textbooks and then to 
present it in the classroom. (Learning outcomes B,C and D).
