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Course Description 

The major objective of this course is to provide students with strategies and practice necessary for developing and building key writing skills. The course is divided into part one and part two. Part one is concerned with sentence skills and part two with different types of paragraphs.
This course enables students to deal with the basic writing skills like topic sentences. Students will be exposed to different kinds of paragraphs example, details, facts, enumeration, cause -effect an d comparison and contrast. Special emphasis will be devoted to note-making, drafting, and revising.

1- have some knowledge of the various aspects of writing such as note making, drafting and revising

2- have some understanding of the more advanced writing skills in the specific aspects of essay writing

2- employ analytical skills as appropriate in identifying different areas and exploring different ways of approaching writing

[C] Practical skills with the ability to

1- use one's experience of writing an effective paragraph

3- work effectively with a group or in pairs to edit or analyze a written text
[D] Transferable skills with the ability to

1- read and appreciate written texts 
2- display critical evaluation skills of written texts
3- display logical argumentation skills when writing or analyzing a text
